STUDENTS OF AGRICULTURE AND FORESTRY IN BRITAIN

2000 students of agriculture and forestry get agricultural education in England and Wales,
two main agricultural areas.

In Britain there are three types of agricultural education:



1. County farm institutes for vocational training give one-year courses.
2. Five agricultural colleges provide two-year diploma courses.
3. The third type of agricultural education is given at universities.

Those who want to become students of agricultural colleges must usually pass the
examination in one of the subjects that has not been studied at school. The future students have to
attend day or evening classes on that subject.

Besides, they usually must have twelve months of practical work on farms after finishing
secondary school.

Every agricultural collage co-operates with some leading farmers in students’ practical
training. Yearly in September all the young men and girl who wants to study at an agricultural
collage are asked to come to the collage for a three-day conference.

Farmers who co-operate with the collage in students’ practical training are also gathered in
the collage to discuss all the problems of students’ training. At this conference various aspects of
collage life are discussed. After the conference the future students go to work on the farm for one
year.

Working on the farm every future farmer must have his diary. Daily the students are to
write down in the diaries what is done and seen on the farm. These diaries are examined before the
students begin to study at the college.

Oxford University provides for agricultural and forest sciences course. The Honour School
of Agriculture and Forest Sciences takes three years. But only thirty undergraduates can be
accepted annually.

For those who are going to continue forestry as a carrier the more specialized and technical
aspects of the subject are taught in a one-year course in forestry and its relation to land
management.

Cattle are domesticated ungulates. Cattle were originally identified by Carolus Linnaeus as
three separate species. These were Bos taurums, the European cattle, including similar types from
Africa and Asia; Bos indicus, the zebu; and the extinet Bos primigenius, the aurochs. Cattle occupy
a unique role in human history. They are raised for meat (beef cattle), milk (dairy cattle), and
hides. In some countries, such as India, they are subject to religious ceremonies and respect.

Cattle today are the basis of a multi-billion dollar industry worldwide. The production of
milk, which is also made into cheese, butter, yogurt, and other dairy products, is comparable in
size to beef production. It supplies many people in the world with food. Cattle hides, used for
leather to make shoes and clothing, are another important product.

Cattle, like most other food animals, are normally herbivorous. In nature, cattle eat grass or
grains. Cattle are often raised by allowing herds to graze on the grasses. In this manner raising
cattle allows the use of land that may be unsuitable for growing crops. The most common
interactions with cattle involve daily feeding, cleaning and milking. Many routine husbandry
practices involve dehorning, loading, medical operations, vaccinations and hoof care, as well as
training for agricultural shows.

The gestation period for cow is nine months. A newborn calf weighs 25 to 45 kg. cattle
usually live to about 15 years (occasionally as much as 25 years).

Cattle are often used in the wildest places for livestock. Depending on the breed, cattle can
survive on hill grazing, heaths, marshes, moors and semi desert.

Agriculture is a human activity in which people use areas of land to produce food, clothing
and other necessary materials.

The word “ager” is a Latin word. It means a field. The word “agriculture” means the
cultivation of fields and growing crops. But this is the old meaning of this word. Now it also means
branches of agriculture they are crops growing and animal breeding.

We do not know when people began to grow crops. It was many thousand years ago. Now
crop growing is highly developed branch of agriculture.

The soil is the basis of agriculture. Enough food for all the people can be, grown if there is
sufficient good soil for crops to produce high yields.

There are two ways to grow enough food. They are the increase in area of arable land and
the intensification of agricultural production in the areas already used for cropping. At present the
second way is more important because there is not enough experience to reclaim tropical and
subtropical buds.

The intensification of production in the traditional agricultural areas is based on the
knowledge of climate, soil and their use, and on a large collection high-yielding varieties and
hybrids of agricultural crops.

A FARM

It is a cattle — breeding farm situated in the central part of our country. As one approaches
the farm, forest gradually gives way to open countryside. One can see large fields and meadows of
the farm. The farm breeds different kinds of animals, the cattle being the leading type there. All
the animals belong to high-productive breeds.

Most of the area of the farm is under pastures. The main pasture grasses are alfalfa and
clover. Cattle are pastured only in summer. In winter they are kept in cattle-sheds and fed with
high-quality corn and grass silage and legume hay. During the winter period breeders must pay
great attention to the quality of the feed.

Water is very important for farm animals. The necessary amount of water being unavailable,
the cattle may be in poor condition. The quality of water required by livestock depends on the
nature of the feed, the size and the activity of the animal and the season. Milk containing about 87
per cent of water, dairy cows must consume large quantities of water for the production of milk. A
high — yielding cow is given 8-10 gallons of water per day.

Nearly all work on the farm is done with farm up-to-date machines. Dozens of tractors,
combine harvesters and other machines work in the fields of the farm. Special milking machines
are used to milk the cows. The number of farm machines has increased almost three times as
compared with that ten years ago.

Using the increased amount of fertilizers and growing legumes the farmers improve their
pastures and obtain high milk yields per cow per year.

Agriculture of Imperial Russia."Agriculture in Russia is struggling to rebuild as it
transforms itself from a command economy to a market-oriented system. Following the breakup of
the Soviet Union in 1991, large collective and state farms had to contend with the sudden loss of
heavy government subsidies. Livestock inventories declined, pulling down demand for feed
grains, and the area planted to grains dropped by 25 percent in less than ten years. The use of
mineral fertilizer and other purchased inputs plummeted, driving yields down. Most farms could
no longer afford to purchase new machinery and other capital investments. After about ten years of
decline, Russian agriculture has begun to show signs of modest improvement. The transition to a
more market-oriented system has introduced an element of fiscal responsibility, which has resulted
in increased efficiency as farmers try to maintain productivity while struggling with resource
constraints. Official data indicate a rebound in Russian grain yield in recent years, and although
the bumper harvests of 2001, 2003, and 2004 are due in large part to favorable weather, most
analysts agree that the gradual improvement will continue.Fact|date=July 2008

Agricultural production "The data in this section are from Official Statistics of the
Countries of the CIS, Interstate Statistical Committee of the CIS, Moscow, 2006 (CD-ROM
2006-11).The share of Russia's agriculture in GDP has remained below 6% since 2000, much
lower than the average for the other countries of the Commonwealth of Independent States (17%
on average for the 12 CIS countries). The share of agricultural employment is relatively high at
16% of the total number of employed, but this is also substantially lower than in other CIS
countries (around 40% on average). Russia is thus much less agrarian by both measures than other
former Soviet republics. The disproportion between the share of agriculture in GDP and its share
in employment suggests that the productivity of labor in Russia’s agriculture is below the average
in the economy.

As in all CIS countries, Russia's agricultural production suffered a severe transition decline
between 1990 and 1998, when it bottomed out at 57% of the level in 1990 (in constant prices). A
slow recovery began after 1998 and by 2005 agricultural production had reached 75% of the 1990

level. This constitutes a significant increase of 30% in agricultural production since 1998,
although on the whole Russia's agriculture is still far below the level of production in 1990.

Great Britain

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is situated on the British Isles.
The British Isles consist of two large islands, Great Britain and Ireland, and about five thousand
small islands. Their total area is over 244, 000 square kilometers. The United Kingdom is made up
of four countries: England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. Their capitals are London,
Cardiff, Edinburgh and Belfast respectively. Great Britain consists of England, Scotland, and
Wales does not include Northern Ireland. But in everyday speech “Great Britain” is used to mean
the United Kingdom. The capital of the UK is London.

The British Isles are separated from the continent by the Northern Sea and the English
Channel. The Western Coast of Great Britain is washed by the Atlantic Ocean and the Irish
Sea. Shakespeare called Britain a “precious stone set in the silver sea” because of its natural
beauty. It has a varied countryside where you can find mountains, plains, valleys and sandy
beaches. Ben Nevis in Scotland is the highest mountain, but it is only 1343 meters high. There are
a lot of rivers in Great Britain, but they are not very long. The Severn is the longest river, while the
Thames is the deepest one and the most important one. The mountains, the Atlantic Ocean and the
warm waters of Gulf Stream influence the climate of the British Isles. It is mild all year round.

The UK is the one of the world smallest countries. It’s population is over 58 million. About
80% of population live in cities. The UC is a highly developed industrial country. It is known as
one of the world’s largest producers and exporters of machinery, electronics, textile, aircraft and
navigation equipment. One of the chief industries of the country is shipbuilding. The UK is a
constitutional monarchy.

In law, the Head of State is the Queen. In practice, the Queen reigns, but does not rule. The
country is ruled by the elected government with the Prime Minister at the head. The British
Parliament consists of two chambers: the House of Lords and the House of Commons.

Political definition Great Britain is the largest island of the United Kingdom. Politically,
Great Britain means England, Scotland and Wales in combination,! but not Northern Ireland. It
does include islands such as the Isle of Wight, Anglesey, the Isles of Scilly, the Hebrides and the
island groups of Orkney and Shetland.

It does not include the Isle of Man and the Channel Islands, which are
self-governing dependent territories.

History.The political union that joined the kingdoms of England and Scotland happened in
1707 when the Acts of Union ratified the 1706 Treaty of Union and merged the parliaments of the
two nations, forming the Kingdom of Great Britain, which covered the entire island.

Before this, a personal union had existed between these two countries since the 1603 Union
of the Crowns under James VI of Scotland and | of England. That union was called the Kingdom
of Great Britain.

In 1801, Ireland joined up with Great Britain, which made one country called the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland. The Irish Free State left the United Kingdom in 1922.

The national currency of Great Britain is the pound sterling.
