Good soil management results in better yields and lower cost per unit of production. Fertile soils produce
plants that are lees affected by diseases and less likely to be attacked by insects. In this case small losses of
crops result.

Some time ago attention was centered on such macroelements as phosphorus, nitrogen and potassium. Now,
it well known that in addition to primary plant food elements mentioned, so-called secondary elements
(calcium, magnesium and sulphur) as well as microelements or trace elements (boron, copper, manganese,
zinc and molybdenium) may be highly important for crop yields, for livestock and human health.
